MARIAS FAIR UPDATES 
Packets are ready to be picked up at the Extension office. 
 
The 4-H side of the fair will go on but we are still following the 
guidelines and recommendations set by the Governor, the Health 
Department and MSU Extension.  
 
With everyone’s safety in mind there are several changes to the calendar 
this year. You can view the calendar as well as the complete fairbook 
online by clicking on the following link.

• All static exhibits need to be dropped off on clean-up day, July 11th 

at the fairgrounds between 11:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. Items will be 
judged on Sunday - BEFORE the fair. 

• Weigh-in’s are on Wednesday morning 
• Sheep show is on Wednesday evening 
• Small animal shows are on Wednesday with the exception of the dog 

show, which is still on Saturday morning. 
• Size of livestock shows will be limited  
• The livestock auction will be on Friday afternoon. Seating is reserved 

for buyers. The auction will be on FaceBook live and viewing areas 
will be available for friends and family. 

• Bathrooms will have limited hours as they need to be sanitized every 
2 hours. They will be closed at 10:00 p.m. and opened at 6:00 a.m. If 
we can get volunteers to help sanitize the bathrooms, there is a 
possibility of extending the hours to stay open until 11:00 p.m. and 
opening up at 5:00 a.m.  The bathroom would need to be cleaned at 
closing and two hours after opening. This might be especially 
beneficial on Wednesday night/morning of the Swine show. We are 
hoping to get at least one volunteer from each county. Please contact 
the Extension office if you are interested in extending hours.   

 
This is just an example of some of the changes. Please be sure to look at 
the literature enclosed in your packet and also be aware of signage at the 
fairgrounds.
